The 1999 report of the Institute of Medicine (USA) indicated that as many as
44,000 to 98,000 people die in hospitals each year as a result of medical errors-
about 16 percent more deaths than the number attributable to work-related
injuries. Patient Safety related issues occur not only in hospitals but in other
health care settings; such as clinics, nursing homes, pharmacies, urgent care

centers and care delivered even in the home. Medical errors are very costly.
